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Introduction

This write up contains intelligence information for the Star Fleet officers commanding the forces in and around The Triangle.

Affiliation of Outer Free Worlds

The Affiliation of Outer Free Worlds (AOFW) is the only political entity in The Triangle which is on truly friendly terms with the Federation.  Until recently this was convenient, but not essential.  With the beginning of active hostilities in The Triangle, the support of the AOFW is extremely important.  Star Fleet has been tasked with keeping the AOFW friendly.

Currently the Federation benefits from this friendship in two ways.  First is the research done in the Colil System (see below).  Second, under the highly secret AOFW Treaty of Friendship, Star Fleet ships are permitted to use the AOFW’s repair and maintenance facilities at Baker’s World and New New Aberdeen whenever the AOFW Space Force does not need their capabilities.  In effect, this gives Star Fleet two Regulus R-1 Invictus class outposts well forward of Federation controlled space.

In return, Star Fleet is expected to provide assistance to the AOFW Space Force in the protection of AOFW systems and space.

Star Fleet also has traditionally respected the AOFW’s claim to the space around its systems, and does not enter this area without the expressed permission of the AOFW.

The Colil System

Background

The planet Colil V contains a major Preserver archeological site.  The benefits to science from access to this planet are incalculable.  Many years ago, the Federation and the Affiliation of Outer Free Worlds almost went to war over access to the remains.  Fortunately, both sides agreed to a compromise, and the Treaty of Colil was created.

The Treaty of Colil is a highly secret document in which the AOFW agreed to allow the Federation primary access to Colil V in return for Star Fleet assistance in protecting the system.  Other nations are not aware of the existence of this treaty.

Currently small teams of scientists from many nations are on the planet and working on Preserver research.  Of these, the Federation’s team is by far the largest, with all of the others, except that of the AOFW, restricted to a maximum of thirty members.

The Colil Squadron

The Federation has agreed that Star Fleet will maintain a force of ships in the Colil system to aid in its protection.  This unit is now known as the “Colil Squadron”.  Unlike any other force in Star Fleet, the Colil Squadron is commanded by a commodore of the AOFW Space Force.  All of the Federation ships are under this officer’s command.

Although the exact size of the Colil Squadron is not specified in the Treaty of Colil, Star Fleet has always maintained a minimum of four ships of at least destroyer size in the Squadron, and the AOFW has come to expect the presence of at least one good cruiser.

The Colil Squadron currently consists of a Reliant class cruiser (Odysseus), a Northampton class frigate (Portland), two Baker class destroyers (Baker and Stafford), and two Flammarion class research vessels (Janemeron and Wapapomani).  These are supported by a Derf class tender (Terf).  Until the start of the current hostilities, the Squadron contained an additional two Lenthal class destroyers, however, these ships were sent to the Cyclopus system to garrison that strategic point on the Federation’s border with The Triangle and the Romulan Empire.

Most of the time, the Odysseus, Janemeron, and Wapapomani are busy at Colil V supporting the Federation research team on the planet.  The other Star Fleet ships, along with the AOFW garrison, which currently consists of two MacDonald class gunboats, patrol the system.

Star Fleet Commitment

To maintain the treaty, Star Fleet must keep the Colil Squadron up to strength.  Failure to do this will tend to make the AOFW unhappy, and will reduce the support the AOFW is willing to provide to Star Fleet.

Star Fleet has also made it clear, that should the Colil system be attacked, Star Fleet forces will do their utmost to liberate that system and reestablish the Colil Squadron.

The local commander is also under joint orders from Star Fleet and The Federation Science Council to keep a minimum of two research vessels in the Colil system to support the science team on the planet.  By “research vessels” command has indicated it means the Reliant, Gagarin, K'Kmarak, and Flammarion classes of star ships.  As all but the Flammarion class of vessels are of reduced capabilities, only the Flammarion class ships are considered sufficient if just two research vessels are to be present.
