Introduction

The forces of the Romulan Space Navy in the area around the Triangle do not appear to have been as surprised as Star Fleet was at the start of hostilities by the Klingons.  Their forces along the border with The Triangle have been strengthened considerably over the past two months.

Fixed Military Facilities

The Romulan Space Navy maintains four fixed facilities along the border with The Triangle.

Starbase 1 is located at coordinates 9.5S by 7.4E.  This base is tasked with controlling the central part of the border with The Triangle, observing the Affiliation of Outer Free Worlds, and is the headquarters for all forces operating in the central and northern parts of The Triangle.  It consists of one X-3 Aviary class outpost and one F-2 Nestar Mobile Repair Facility.  The defenses of the base are unknown at this time.  At any time a number of freighters and other ships will also be present.

Starbase 2 is located at coordinates 12.6S by 7.5E.  The base is tasked with controlling the southern part of the border with The Triangle and the northern part of the Klingon / Romulan border.  It consists of one X-3 Aviary class outpost and one F-2 Nestar Mobile Repair Facility.  The garrison strength at this location is unknown.  As it is a hub for commerce in the area, a number of freighters and other ships will typically be present

Outpost 1 is located at 8.2S by 7.3E.  This is a single X-3 Aviary class outpost.  It guards the end of The Triangle just before the beginning of the Romulan Neutral Zone between the Federation and the Romulan Empire.  It is positioned opposite Federation Outpost 2, and is a base for units operating against pirates from the Imperial Klingon States.  The outpost usually has a squadron of cruisers or escorts present as its defense.  Miscellaneous other types of ships are also always present.

Outpost 2 is located at 11.0S by 4.1E.  This is a single X-3 Aviary class outpost.  It bridges the gap between Starbase 1 and Starbase 2.  It monitors activities in the Mantiev Colonial Association and the southern part of The Triangle.  There are no current reports on the defenses of the outpost, but it may be assumed that at least a squadron of ships is present.  Miscellaneous other types of ships are also always present.

No other fixed facilities or outposts are known to exist along the Romulan border with The Triangle.

Fleets

The Romulan Space Navy is believed to have at least two fleets in the vicinity of The Triangle.

Fleet 56 has been identified operating out of Starbase 1.  It is led by one Z-1 Nova class battleship and includes over a half dozen cruisers and destroyers.

Fleet 57 has been seen in the vicinity of Starbase 2.  Two Z-1 Nova class battleships and two T-14 Star Swarm destroyers are known to be in the fleet.  Additional ships are assumed to have been assigned.

Fleet Organization

The Romulan Space Navy has only limited organizational structure within its fleets.

Most ship types operate in squadrons of two ships.  Normally these consist of ships of the same type and class, although some exceptions have been noted.  Battleships may be accompanied by battle cruisers, or may have a large cruiser assigned to their squadron, if they are included in squadrons at all.

Garrisons

All Romulan star systems along the border with The Triangle have some type of garrison.  Determining the exact nature of these garrisons is often difficult, since few ships are allowed into most of the systems.

The following garrisons have been observed or reported with a reasonable degree of certainty;

H’Lass - Two escorts.

R'Limam - Two cutters.

Navassa- Two cutters.

No patrols or other specific forces are known to be active along the border or within The Triangle.

Other Issues

There are no other problems or issues regarding the Romulans known at this time.

Political Relations

The Romulan Empire maintains generally adequate relations with most of the nations and systems in The Triangle.

The Affiliation of Outer Free Worlds (AOFW) is openly friendly to the Federation, and considers the Romulans to be an annoyance.  Although physically relatively close to each other, they AOFW and Romulans have generally felt it best to leave each other alone.  There is no doubt that the Romulan Space Navy would win a war with the AOFW defense forces, but it would almost certainly cost too much to be worth the effort.

The Orion Frontier Mercantile Association (OFMA) maintains regular trade relations with the Romulan Empire, but, thanks to its location, has little to do with the Empire politically or militarily.

The Mantiev Colonial Association (MCA) has good relations with the Romulans.  In the recent civil war the Romulans backed the winning Loyalist side.  The Empire provided the Loyalists with numerous older ships for their small fleet, and are known to have had “advisors” onboard many MCA units.  With the end of the civil war, it is assumed that the Romulans continue to have a political presence in this area.

The Imperial Klingon States (IKS) consider the Romulan Empire to be an inactive enemy.  The Romulans have generally stayed away from IKS space, although they often send small fleets to patrol the edges of the IKS looking for pirates and raiders. Such ships and units are engaged and destroyed when possible.
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
